REGULATIONS FOR HENS/PULLETS
1. Hens/pullets must be kept in an enclosed or fenced area during daylight hours and secured within a henhouse or chicken tractor during non-daylight hours.

2. Each hen/pullet shall be provided with a minimum of four (4) square feet per bird of exterior enclosed area and four (4) square feet of interior area, aggregating to eight (8) square feet for each hen/pullet.

3. Enclosures, interior or exterior, must be kept in a neat, clean, dry, odor-free and sanitary condition.

4. Henhouses, enclosures and pens must provided adequate ventilation, sun and shade and must be impermeable to rodents, wild birds and predators, including cats and dogs.
5. Henhouses and enclosures shall provide safe and healthy living conditions for the hens/pullets, while minimizing the adverse impacts to other residents of the City.

6. Henhouses, enclosures and chicken runs may be located only to the rear of the dwelling or main structure.

7. Henhouses, enclosures and chicken runs may be located no closer than ten (10) feet to the applicant’s property line and at least and fifty (50) feet from the nearest part of any residence or dwelling upon an adjacent, non-owned property by the applicant.

MAXIMUM NUMBER OF HENS/PULLLETS

1. The maximum number of hens/pullets allowed shall not exceed twelve (12) at any one time.

2. Only female chickens (pullets or hens) are allowed.
